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	Trucks having a GVW between 6500 and 11,000 pounds.  Included are vehicles equipped cable splicing/repair bodies with mechanical step ladders.  Not included in this group are vans, pickups, suburban‑type vehicles, and vehicles equipped with powered aerial ladders and aerial lifts.
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	Vans having a GVW of up to 11,000 pounds that are equipped with a 4‑10KW AC power generator.
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	Vans having a GVW of up to 11,000 pounds specifically designed for work on Digital Loop Carrier (DLC) circuits.
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	Trucks having a GVW between 11,000 pounds and 26,000 pounds that are equipped with aerial ladders or lifts.  Not included in this group are aerial lift trucks specifically designed to place aerial cable (e.g., Altec, Telsta, Servilift, and PICO plant placers).
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	Trucks having a GVW of between 26,000 pounds and 30,000 pounds that are equipped with aerial ladders or lifts.  Included in this group are vehicles specifically designed for cable transfer and incidental cable placing.   
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	All special‑purpose vehicles, regardless of type or GVW.  Included in this group are those vehicles equipped with air compressors (e.g., mobile garages), TV or microwave towers, duct rodders, transformers, cranes, high pressure earth‑boring and those vehicles specifically designed for pulling in underground cable.
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	Trucks having a GVW of 30,000 pounds and over that are equipped with aerial lifts specifically designed to place aerial cable (eg. Altec, Telsta, Servilift, and PICO plant placers).
